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Auckland Weather in March

The Auckland region enjoys a warm, coastal climate without any extremes of
temperature.  Summers in Auckland are generally warm. Days are long and sunny,
nights are mild. The average daily temperature in Auckland during the summer is 23 C
(74°F). When visiting Auckland, it's a good idea to pack sunglasses, sun hat and
sunscreen during the summer due to New Zealand's high UV rat ing .

The weather in Auckland can be changeable as the region is influenced by weakening
cyclones and cold fronts, which can cause variable conditions. In March the winds are
normally between 5 and 20 knots with periods of lighter and fresher winds as weather
systems move through. Auckland is one of New Zealand sunniest regions with 2060
sunshine hours per year
